Depreciation on assets is provided for on straight line basis on the
written down value as specified in Schedule 11 of the Companies Act 2013

Provision for taxation/Deferred Tax:
The company provides for current taxes applicable on other incomes such as short/long term capital gains, dividends etc,
although the main income of the company is from agriculture activity, which is exempt from Income Tax .
